Kenny came through the surgery fine,
his mom Ailene and dad Ken were very
forgiving, and | learned a valuable | esson:
making a mistake will not kill me. No one
was waiting in the church parking lot with a
rope to hang mel!

All thisisto say that sometimes we are
afraid that we won’t do something perfectly,
so we don’t even try. It’s taken me most of
my 40+ yearsto learn that thisisthe
biggest, most tragic mistake of all: not
trying. George Bernard Shaw said, “A life
spent making mistakes is not only more
useful but more honorable than alife spent
not trying.” Thisis a very sound observation
and one which, for me, calls to mind how
gracious our God isin giving us so many
opportunities to try again when we fail.
